Foscari is the updated re-edition of a Broggi 1818 classic:
the 34 collection, an iconic cutlery featured in catalogues 
from the early 1900s.
The design respects the original features of the model, 
whilst the choice of material, the range of fi nishes and the 
workmanship open up the possibility of new interpretations, 
designed for contemporary tables.



From the original nickel silver, a copper-zinc-nickel alloy 
with silver plating, to stainless steel, a new material for 
a design that creates a break with the past, opening up 
space for new interpretations.

The choice of a new material is the main feature of Foscari: 
almost a provocation, inviting a contemporary rethink 
of the mise en place for which these cutlery items were 
designed.

A symbol of contemporaneity and versatility, stainless 
steel speaks to the present, becoming the emblem for a 
modern idea of elegance at the table.
